Poor neighbourhoods are often stigmatised as ‘problem estates’ or ‘no-go zones’ and 
the people are divided into ‘insiders’ and ‘outsiders.’ When we do mission in these areas 

we realise that the issues are much more complex than they first appeared. We soon 
find ourselves with more questions than answers. What is marginalisation? Why does it 

affect people so powerfully? What does mission look like in marginal places? This 
webinar will be an opportunity to explore these key questions.
